|4. FIRST AID MEASURES

If poisoning occurs, contact a doctor or Poisons Information Centre (Phone Australia 131 126, New Zealand 0800

Inhalation: Remove person from exposure if safe to do so. Remove contaminated clothing and loosen remaining
clothing. Allow person to assume comfortable position and keep warm. Keep at rest until fully recovered. Seek
medical attention if symptoms occur.

Skin Contact: Wash off immediately with plenty of water for at least 15 minutes. Use a mild soap if available.

Eye contact: Hold eyelids open and irrigate continuously with water for at least 15 minutes. Remove contact
lenses, if present and easy to do.

7. HANDLING AND STORAGE

Handling: Avoid eye contact and skin contact. Avoid inhalation of fumes, mist vapours or spray.

Store
away from incompatible materials described in Section 10. Store away from sources of heat and/or ignition.
Store locked up. Keep container standing upright. Keep containers closed when not in use - check regularly for

leaks.
